II Sunday of Advent

John the Baptist appeared, preaching in the desert of Judea and
saying, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand!" It was
of him that the prophet Isaiah had spoken when he said: A
voice of one crying out in the desert, Prepare the way of the
Lord, make straight his paths. John wore clothing made of
camel's hair and had a leather belt around his waist. His food
was locusts and wild honey. At that time Jerusalem, all Judea,
and the whole region around the Jordan were going out to him
and were being baptized by him in the Jordan River as they
acknowledged their sins. When he saw many of the Pharisees
and Sadducees coming to his baptism, he said to them, "You
brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the coming
wrath? Produce good fruit as evidence of your repentance.
And do not presume to say to yourselves, 'We have Abraham
as our father. For I tell you, God can raise up children to
Abraham from these stones. Even now the ax lies at the root of
the trees. Therefore every tree that does not bear good fruit
will be cut down and thrown into the fire. I am baptizing you
with water, for repentance, but the one who is coming after me
is mightier than I. I am not worthy to carry his sandals. He will
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. His winnowing fan
is in his hand. He will clear his threshing floor and gather his
wheat into his barn, but the chaff he will burn with
unquenchable fire."

Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception of the
Blessed Virgin Mary

The Catholic Church celebrates the Immaculate Conception of
the Blessed Virgin Mary on December 8. The truth that Mary,
filled with "grace" by God (Lk 1:28), was redeemed from the
moment of her conception, has been professed by the Church
for centuries, and officially confirmed by the dogma of the
Immaculate Conception, proclaimed in 1854 by Pius IX. This
mystery shows that Mary was the only man free from original
sin.

Our Lady of Guadalupe

Feast Day December 12
On December 9, 1531, a 57-year-old Aztec,
Juan Diego, saw the Blessed Mother on a hill
in Mexico City. She told Juan to have a
church built in her honor. When Juan went to
ask Bishop Zumarraga about this, the bishop
did not understand the Indian dialect—and he
did not believe in the vision Juan described.
Three days later, on December 12, Mary appeared again to
Juan Diego, and this time she gave him a sign for the bishop.
“Take these roses to the bishop,” she said, as she arranged in

his cloak beautiful roses she had Juan Diego pick from the
hillside although it was winter. When he was admitted into the
bishop’s room, Juan Diego opened his cloak, and out dropped
the roses. On the cloak there remained an image of Mary as
she had appeared to Juan Diego.

The image of Mary on the cloak is known as Our Lady of
Guadalupe for an interesting reason. On that same day, Mary
appeared to Juan’s uncle and cured him, giving him a message
for the bishop, saying that she would “crush the serpent’s
head.” The bishop did not understand the Indians’ language.
The Indian word for “crush the serpent” sounded to him like
“Guadalupe,” the name of Mary’s shrine in Spain. Thinking
that the Virgin wanted the new shrine to have the same name,
the bishop called her Our Lady of Guadalupe.

Mary appeared to Juan Diego dressed as an Aztec woman to
show her love and compassion to an oppressed group of
people. Mary had heard the prayers and pain of these people,
and she came to give them hope.

Mary’s visit to Guadalupe is a reminder that God will
remember his mercy for all people. In Mary’s song of joy, the
Magnificat, she praised God because he has put down the
mighty, exalted the lowly, filled the hungry, and sent the rich
away empty. People honor Our Lady of Guadalupe because
they recognize her motherly concern for them.

IT Domingo de Adviento

En aquel tiempo, comenzd Juan el Bautista a
predicar en el desierto de Judea, diciendo:
“Arrepiéntanse, porque ya esta cerca el Reino de los
cielos”. Juan es aquel de quien el profeta Isaias
hablaba, cuando dijo: Una voz clama en el desierto:
Preparen el camino del Senor, enderecen sus
senderos. Juan usaba una tinica de pelo de camello,
cefiida con un cinturén de cuero, y se alimentaba de
saltamontes y de miel silvestre. Acudian a oirlo los
habitantes de Jerusalén, de toda Judea y de toda la
region cercana al Jordan; confesaban sus pecados y
¢l los bautizaba en el rio. Al ver que muchos
fariseos y saduceos iban a que los bautizara, les
dijo: “Raza de viboras, ;quién les ha dicho que
podran escapar al castigo que les aguarda? Hagan
ver con obras su conversion y no se hagan ilusiones
pensando que tienen por padre a Abraham, porque
yo les aseguro que hasta de estas piedras puede
Dios sacar hijos de Abraham. Ya el hacha esta
puesta a la raiz de los arboles, y todo arbol que no
dé fruto, sera cortado y arrojado al fuego. Yo los
bautizo con agua, en sefial de que ustedes se han
arrepentido; pero el que viene después de mi, es
mas fuerte que yo, y yo ni siquiera soy digno de
quitarle las sandalias. El los bautizara en el Espiritu
Santo y su fuego. El tiene el bieldo en su mano para
separar el trigo de la paja. Guardara el trigo en su
granero y quemara la paja en un fuego que no se
extingue”.

El Adviento es un tiempo especial para los
cristianos.
