III Sunday of Advent
When John the Baptist heard in prison of the works
of the Christ, he sent his disciples to Jesus with this
question, "Are you the one who is to come, or
should we look for another?" Jesus said to them in
reply, "Go and tell John what you hear and see: the
blind regain their sight, the lame walk, lepers are
cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the
poor have the good news proclaimed to them. And
blessed is the one who takes no offense at me."
As they were going off, Jesus began to speak to the
crowds about John, "What did you go out to the
desert to see? A reed swayed by the wind? Then
what did you go out to see? Someone dressed in
fine clothing? Those who wear fine clothing are in
royal palaces. Then why did you go out? To see a
prophet? Yes, I tell you, and more than a prophet.
This is the one about whom it is written: Behold, 1
am sending my messenger ahead of you; he will
prepare your way before you. Amen, I say to you,
among those born of women there has been none
greater than John the Baptist; yet the least in the
kingdom of heaven is greater than he."

The third week of Advent
symbolizes joy and is
marked by lighting the pink
candle on the Advent wreath,
often called the "Shepherd's
Candle". This week is also
& known as "Gaudete Sunday"
¥ (rcjoice Sunday) and
signifies the midpoint of the
Advent season, celebrating
the  happiness of the
shepherds who heard the
news of Jesus' birth from the

angels.

Joy: The pink candle represents the joy of the
approaching Christmas season.

Shepherd's Candle: This name comes from the
rejoicing of the shepherds upon hearing the angelic

announcement of Jesus' birth.

Gaudete Sunday: The third Sunday of Advent is a
time of rejoicing because the faithful have reached
the midpoint of their Advent preparation and are
getting closer to celebrating the birth of Christ.
Color: The pink color is a liturgical color for joy,
though some churches may use a violet candle to
reflect the somber nature of the season and Jesus'
kingship.

III Domingo de Adviento

En aquel tiempo, Juan se encontraba en la carcel, y
habiendo oido hablar de las obras de Cristo, le
mandd preguntar por medio de dos discipulos:
"¢ Eres t el que ha de venir o tenemos que esperar a
otro?" Jesus les respondi6: "Vayan a contar a Juan
lo que estan viendo y oyendo: los ciegos ven, los
cojos andan, los leprosos quedan limpios de la
lepra, los sordos oyen, los muertos resucitan y a los
pobres se les anuncia el Evangelio. Dichoso aquel
que no se sienta defraudado por mi".

Cuando se fueron los discipulos, Jesus se puso a
hablar a la gente acerca de Juan: ";Qué fueron
ustedes a ver en el desierto? ;Una cafia sacudida por
el viento? No. Pues entonces, ;qué fueron a ver? ;A
un hombre lujosamente vestido? No, ya que los que
visten con lujo habitan en los palacios. ;A qué
fueron, pues? ;A ver a un profeta? Si, yo se lo
aseguro; y a uno que es todavia mas que profeta.
Porque de €l esta escrito: He aqui que yo envio a mi
mensajero para que vaya delante de ti y te prepare el
camino. Yo les aseguro que no ha surgido entre los
hijos de una mujer ninguno mas grande que Juan el
Bautista. Sin embargo, el mas pequefio en el Reino
de los cielos, es todavia mas grande que él".

La tercera semana de Adviento
simboliza la alegria y se celebra
con el encendido de la vela rosa de
& la corona de Adviento, a menudo
llamada "Vela del Pastor". Esta
' semana también se conoce como
@ "Domingo de Gaudete"
(Domingo de Regocijo) y marca el
punto medio del Adviento,
celebrando la felicidad de los pastores que
escucharon la noticia del nacimiento de Jesus de los
angeles.
Alegria: La vela rosa representa la alegria de la
Navidad que se acerca. Vela del Pastor: Este
nombre proviene del regocijo de los pastores al
escuchar el anuncio angelical del nacimiento de
Jests.
Domingo de Gaudete: El tercer domingo de
Adviento es un tiempo de regocijo porque los fieles
han llegado a la mitad de su preparacion para el
Adviento y se acercan a celebrar el nacimiento de
Cristo.

Color: El rosa es un color liturgico de alegria,
aunque algunas iglesias pueden usar una vela
violeta para reflejar la solemnidad de la temporada
y la realeza de JesUs.

Chrisemas 2025

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Our Christmas celebrations coincide with the beginning of winter. There is less light at this time of
year and more cold than we might want. The contrast is striking for people of faith. We remember
God’s only begotten Son born of the Virgin Mary. He comes into a dark and cold world as its light and
its warmth.

In chapter four of Matthew’s gospel at the beginning of the public ministry of Jesus, the evangelist
cites words of the prophet Isaiah:

<. the people who sat in darkness
bave seen a great fight,
and for those who sat in the region
and shadow of death
light has dawned. (Mt 4:16)

Events of this past year could suggest that all we have is indeed a cold and dark world. That seems to
be the message of the wars fought around the world, of the tragic school shootings and political
assassinations in our nation, and of our frayed connections with each other.

Again, for us as people of faith, the contrast is stark. We are realistic, and we know well the challenges
of our woild in this tense moment of the world’s history. We also know, however, a latger narrative of
God’s love incarnate in Jesus Christ, the light that breaks the power of sin and death. Saint John wrote
of him: “The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it” (John 1:5) This light

enlightens us and warms us. Whatever struggles we face, we are assured because he walks with us.
As you gather with family and friends and fellow parishioners, I urge you to reassure each other with
our convictions of faith. Take responsibility in the world to be a sign of hope and a source of
encouragement for others. In this way, you will bring Christ the light to those who need him.

Join me and pray for our world, our nation, and our local communities that we can all walk in the light.
