III Sunday of Easter

That very day, the first day of the week, two of Jesus'
disciples were going to a village seven miles from
Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were conversing
about all the things that had occurred. And it happened
that while they were conversing and debating, Jesus
himself drew near and walked with them, but their eyes
were prevented from recognizing him. He asked them,
"What are you discussing as you walk along?" They
stopped, looking downcast. One of them, named
Cleopas, said to him in reply, "Are you the only visitor to
Jerusalem who does not know of the things that have
taken place there in these days?" And he replied to them,
"What sort of things?" They said to him, "The things
that happened to Jesus the Nazarene, who was a prophet
mighty in deed and word before God and all the people,
how our chief priests and rulers both handed him over to
a sentence of death and crucified him. But we were
hoping that he would be the one to redeem Israel; and
besides all this, it is now the third day since this took
place. Some women from our group, however, have
astounded us: they were at the tomb early in the morning
and did not find his body; they came back and reported
that they had indeed seen a vision of angels who
announced that he was alive. Then some of those with us
went to the tomb and found things just as the women had
described, but him they did not see." And he said to
them, "Oh, how foolish you are! How slow of heart to
believe all that the prophets spoke! Was it not necessary
that the Christ should suffer these things and enter into
his glory?" Then beginning with Moses and all the
prophets, he interpreted to them what referred to him in
all the Scriptures. As they approached the village to
which they were going, he gave the impression that he
was going on farther. But they urged him, "Stay with us,
for it is nearly evening and the day is almost over." So he
went in to stay with them. And it happened that, while he
was with them at table, he took bread, said the blessing
broke it, and gave it to them. With that their eyes were
opened and they recognized him, but he vanished from
their sight. Then they said to each other, "Were not our
hearts burning within us while he spoke to us on the way
and opened the Scriptures to us?" So they set out at once
and returned to Jerusalem where they found gathered
together the eleven and those with them who were
saying,

"The Lord has truly been raised and has appeared to
Simon!" Then the two recounted what had taken place
on the way and how he was made known to them in the
breaking of bread.

Darek Pabis
celebrates his birthday. We wish you a

Saint Mark, also called
John, was the son of Mary,
the owner of some Jerusalem
household,  perhaps the
Cenacle itself, and a relative
of Saint. Barnabas. He was
probably baptized by Saint
himself. Peter the Apostle.
Among the apostles, he
matured for  missionary
work. This work was an
extraordinary challenge for
him, because we first see him
alongside Saint. Paul the
Apostle during his first missionary journey, and then
alongside Peter the Apostle as "disciple and translator”.
He knew perfectly well the entire content of Peter's
teaching, which he wrote down in the Gospel. Tradition
records that Peter sent him to Egypt as bishop of
Alexandria. He founded new Christian communities
there. He also suffered martyrdom there around 68. In
the 9th century, the Venetians transported his relics to
their city, where they built him a magnificent patriarchal
basilica. Saint Mark became an intercessor to God for
good weather and abundant harvests. He is also the
patron saint of writers, notaries, bricklayers and glaziers.
Notaries especially see him as their patron. He was a
companion of the apostles Paul and Peter, whom he
served: he wrote dictated letters, translated the teachings
of Peter and left behind the Gospel, in which he aimed to
lead the reader to faith in the divinity of Jesus Christ. In
iconography, the Saint is depicted with a book and
accompanied by a lion.
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III Domingo de Pascua

El mismo dia de la resurreccion, iban dos de los
discipulos hacia un pueblo llamado Emaus, situado
a unos once kilometros de Jerusalén, y comentaban
todo lo que habia sucedido. Mientras conversaban y
discutian, Jesus se les acercd y comenzd a caminar
con ellos; pero los ojos de los dos discipulos
estaban velados y no lo reconocieron. El les
pregunto: ";De qué cosas vienen hablando, tan
llenos de tristeza?" Uno de ellos, llamado Cleofas,
le respondid: ";Eres ti el unico forastero que no
sabe lo que ha sucedido estos dias en Jerusalén?" El
les pregunt6: ";Qué cosa?" Ellos le respondieron:
"Lo de Jests el nazareno, que era un profeta
poderoso en obras y palabras, ante Dios y ante todo
el pueblo. Cémo los sumos sacerdotes y nuestros
jefes lo entregaron para que lo condenaran a muerte,
y lo crucificaron. Nosotros esperdbamos que €l seria
el libertador de Israel, y sin embargo, han pasado ya
tres dias desde que estas cosas sucedieron. Es cierto
que algunas mujeres de nuestro grupo nos han
desconcertado, pues fueron de madrugada al
sepulcro, no encontraron el cuerpo y llegaron
contando que se les habian aparecido unos angeles,
que les dijeron que estaba vivo. Algunos de
nuestros compaiieros fueron al sepulcro y hallaron
todo como habian dicho las mujeres, pero a €l no lo
vieron". Entonces Jests les dijo: "jQué insensatos
son ustedes y qué duros de corazon para creer todo
lo anunciado por los profetas! ;Acaso no era
necesario que el Mesias padeciera todo esto y asi
entrara en su gloria?" Y comenzando por Moisés y
siguiendo con todos los profetas, les explico todos
los pasajes de la Escritura que se referian a él. Ya
cerca del pueblo a donde se dirigian, ¢l hizo como
que iba mas lejos; pero ellos le insistieron, diciendo:
"Quédate con nosotros, porque ya es tarde y pronto
va a oscurecer”". Y entro para quedarse con ellos.
Cuando estaban a la mesa, tomd un pan, pronuncio
la bendicién, lo parti6 y se lo dio. Entonces se les
abrieron los ojos y lo reconocieron, pero ¢l se les
desaparecid. Y ellos se decian el uno al otro: "jCon
razén nuestro corazén ardia, mientras nos hablaba
por el camino y nos explicaba las Escrituras!" Se
levantaron inmediatamente y regresaron a Jerusalén,
donde encontraron reunidos a los Once con sus
compaifieros, los cuales les dijeron: "De veras ha
resucitado el Senor y se le ha aparecido a Simon".
Entonces ellos contaron lo que les habia pasado en

el camino y como lo habian reconocido al partir el
pan.

San Marcos, también
llamado Juan, era hijo de
Maria, duefio de alguna
casa de Jerusalén, tal vez
el propio Cenaculo, y
pariente de San. Bernabé.
Probablemente fue
bautizado por el propio
Santo. Pedro el Apostol.
Entre los  apdstoles
madur6 para la obra
misional. Este trabajo fue
un desafio extraordinario
para ¢él, porque lo vemos por primera vez junto a
Saint. El apdstol Pablo durante su primer viaje
misionero, y luego junto al apdstol Pedro como
"discipulo y traductor". Conocia perfectamente todo
el contenido de las ensefnanzas de Pedro, que anotd
en el Evangelio. La tradicion registra que Pedro lo
envio a Egipto como obispo de Alejandria. Alli
fund6 nuevas comunidades cristianas. Alli también
sufrié el martirio hacia el afio 68. En el siglo IX, los
venecianos transportaron sus reliquias a su ciudad,
donde le construyeron una magnifica basilica
patriarcal. San Marcos se convirtid en intercesor
ante Dios para el buen tiempo y las cosechas
abundantes. También es el santo patrén de los
escritores, notarios, albafiles y

vidrieros. Especialmente los notarios lo ven como
su patron. Fue compafiero de los apdstoles Pablo y
Pedro, a quienes sirvio: escribidé cartas dictadas,
tradujo las ensefianzas de Pedro y dejo el Evangelio,
en el que pretendia llevar al lector a la fe en la
divinidad de Jesucristo. En iconografia, el Santo
aparece representado con un libro y acompainiado de
un leon.




Wojciech, biskup i meczennik,
ktorego Kosciot w Polsce uznaje za
jednego ze swoich  glownych
patronow, pochodzil z ksigzecego
rodu czeskich  Stawnikowicow,
spokrewnionego przez Dabrowke z
dynastig Piastow. Jego krew lezy u
fundamentéw Kosciota i panstwa na
ziemiach piastowskich. Jako apostot pogan w swej
ostatniej misji dotarl do wybrzezy Battyku, gdzie 23
kwietnia 997 roku ponidst $mieré meczenska. Przy
jego grobie spotkali sie w 1000 roku cesarz Otton
IIT 1 ksigz¢ Bolestaw Chrobry, a wydarzenie to
przeszto do historii jako Zjazd Gnieznienski. Juz
wowczas $§w. Wojciech wychowanek szkoty w
Magdeburgu, biskup praski, mnich rzymski, apostot
Wegier 1 Polski, wreszcie me¢czennik pruski,
ktérego cialo znalazto si¢ w GnieZnie urastat do
rangi symbolu duchowej jednosci tworzacej si¢
wowczas Europy.
