Feast of Corpus Christi: History, Meaning, and
Our Testimony of Faith
Before us lies one of the most
beautiful and important feasts in the
liturgical year — the Solemnity of the
Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ,
commonly known as Corpus Christi.
* This is a unique time when we step
out from the walls of the church onto the streets of
our cities and parishes to publicly profess our faith
in the living and true presence of Jesus Christ in the

Most Holy Sacrament.

A Brief History of the Feast

We owe the establishment of this solemnity to the
visions of St. Juliana of Cornillon in Belgium
during the 13th century. She saw a full moon with a
dark spot, which was interpreted as the lack of a
feast dedicated specifically to the Eucharist in the
liturgical calendar. The catalyst for extending the
feast to the entire Church was the Eucharistic
miracle in Bolsena in 1263, where blood began to
trickle from a consecrated Host during Mass. In
1264, Pope Urban IV established this feast for the
whole universal Church. In Poland, this tradition
was introduced by Bishop Nankier in 1320 in the
Diocese of Krakow.

The Deep Meaning of the Procession

The Eucharistic procession is not merely a
spectacular tradition, but a profound act of faith and
gratitude.

Christ Enters Our Daily Lives: By going out into
the streets, we invite God into the places where we
live, work, and spend our everyday lives. We ask
for His blessing upon our families and the entire
neighborhood.

Public Testimony: It is a moment when we, as a
church community, say to the world: "We believe
that this Bread is the living Jesus."

Traditional Elements of the Procession

Four Altars: The procession stops at four altars,
where fragments of the four Gospels (Matthew,
Mark, Luke, and John) are read. The number four
also symbolizes the four corners of the world to
which the blessing is carried.

The Monstrance Under the Canopy: The priest
carries the Blessed Sacrament under a special
canopy, which emphasizes the royal dignity and
majesty of Christ walking among us.

Strewing Flowers: Children scattering flower
petals in front of the priest carrying the Monstrance

is an expression of pure love, joy, and homage to
the Divine Majesty. In this way, young girls prepare
a "carpet" for the King of Kings.

Sangre de  Cristo, conocida
popularmente como Corpus Christi.

Breve historia de la festividad

Debemos la institucion de esta solemnidad a las
visiones de Santa Juliana de Cornillon en Bélgica
durante el siglo XIII.

La procesion eucaristica no es meramente una
tradicion vistosa, sino un acto profundo de fe y
gratitud.

Cristo camina en nuestra vida cotidiana: Al salir a
las calles, invitamos a Dios a los lugares donde
vivimos, trabajamos y pasamos nuestro dia a dia.
Pedimos Su bendicion para nuestras familias y para
todo el vecindario.

Testimonio publico: Es un momento en el que,
como comunidad eclesial, decimos al mundo:
"Creemos que este Pan es Jesus vivo".

Cada elemento de la procesion del Corpus Christi
encierra un profundo simbolismo:

Cuatro altares: La procesion se detiene en cuatro
altares, donde se leen fragmentos de los cuatro
Evangelios (Mateo, Marcos, Lucas y Juan). El
numero cuatro también simboliza los cuatro puntos
cardinales a los que se lleva la bendicion.

La custodia bajo palio: El sacerdote lleva el
Santisimo Sacramento bajo un palio especial, lo que

resalta la dignidad real y la majestad de Cristo que
camina entre nosotros.

Alfombra de flores: Los nifios que esparcen
pétalos de flores ante el sacerdote que lleva la
custodia son una expresion de amor puro, alegria y
homenaje a la Divina Majestad. De esta manera, las
nifias preparan una "alfombra" para el Rey de
Reyes.
